Hop on the Bus to Fort Worth!  Hop on the Bus to Fort Worth!    
 

Once a year, AACWP offers a half-day educational pro-
gram for our members. The program offers four hours of 
education, the required amount each member must fulfill 
per year. Our goal is to cover hot topics while providing 
continuing education for members.  
 

This year instead of staying in one location, we are travel-
ing west to Fort Worth. On Tuesday, September 14 from 
9:30 am to 2:00 pm, we will be visiting four venues, each 
giving us a tour of their facilities while we enjoy their cui-
sine.   
 

The first stop on the tour is The Colonial Country Club.  
Built in 1936, the Colonial is one of the oldest and most 
prestigious country clubs in Fort Worth. Host to an an-
nual PGA golf tournament, the club is filled with rich 
history and offers event space for up to 400 guests.   
 

Next we will venture downtown to our second stop, The 
Fort Worth Club. Originally developed to offer a social, 
corporate and athletic club where its members and local 

business leaders could meet, it has expanded over the 
years to offer more event space for social and corporate 
events of 50 to 1200 guests.  
 

Our third location is The Ashton Depot. Opened in 
1900, The Ashton Depot has been an active station 
throughout its existence and today has been restored to its 
original landmark design.  It now acts as a stunning event 
venue accommodating up to 800 guests when maximizing 
the patio and tented space.   
 

And finally we will end our Fort Worth tour at the new 
Omni Fort Worth Hotel. A fresh addition to the Fort 
Worth skyline, its attractive glass wrapped structure of-
fers a variety of Texas décor appealing to both local and 
out-of-town guests. With 68,000 square feet of meeting 
and event space, it can fit the needs of your Texas-sized 
function.

AACWP is providing 
transportation to and from Dallas starting at 8:15 am. All 
registered members will receive an itinerary of the days 
events prior to September 14.
